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Abstract: Summerize purposes and methodology of the research; Major results and conclusions. Write in form of a one-page (or two - pages) abstract (text and graphic) (Times New Roman, 11 point, single space,one-centimeter-wide left and right margin).
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1. INTRODUCTION (Times New Roman 12 point, bold, and aligned left)
Summarize results/outcomes of published studies. Present the research objectives and rationale to demonstrate the scientific and practical necessity to implement such research.
2. THE MAIN PART OF REPORT
2. 1. Research subjects and methodology (12  point, lowercase, bold, and aligned left)

- Present selection criteria and characteristics of research subjects.

- Clarify type of research (i.e. qualitative or quantitative), approach and perspective, techniques to adopt, and data processing methods

2. 2. Results
- Present the outcomes of study completely and objectively, which must satisfy the objectives. The data must be accurate.
- Do not include comments on, review on or comparison with other authors’ result in this part.

2. 3. Discussion
- Keep the discussion relevant to research objectives and results presented.

-Give unbiased comments and evaluation to research results, compare the results with previous studies to acknowledge or reject their arguments, and thus, interprete new ideas and contribution of the study.

-Suggest further research direction, and promising application of research results in practical context.

3. CONCLUSION

- Generalize research results (Note: Do not repeat what is mentioned in the Body of the report).

4. REFERENCES

· Reference sources should be cited in numerical order. The number of reference documents is in square brackets, for example [15]. For the citation quoted from different sources, the number should be in square brackets in ascending order, e.g. [19, 25, 41, 42] or [1, 3-6], 
· In terms of reference sources such as books, theses, dissertations and reports, the following information must be included:
· Authors or issuing agency (the name of the authors are separated by commas),
· Name of the book, thesis or report (placed in quotation marks),
· Name of the publisher,
· Place of publication,
· Year of publication.
For example:

· Page number (dash between two numbers),
· Year of publication.

GENERAL FORMAT

- The length of full-texts (including abstracts, tables, figures, drawings, notes, references and appendices) are required to be no more than 8 pages for the use at plenary session) and no more than 6 pages for the use of parallel sessions. 
- Font in all texts must be Times New Roman with font size 12 pt. Paper size is A4 (21x29,7cm). The margins (top, bottom, right) must be set at 2 cm, and 3 cm is used for left margin.
- Paragraphs should be divided by indenting the first line of a new paragraph by 1 cm and adding 6 pt space between paragraphs. The line spacing should be single-spaced. 
- All tables and figures in the text must be numbered, set in proper size and should always have a heading. The number and heading of a table are placed above the table and those of a figure under the figure. 
- Equations should be aligned center. Every equation must be numbered sequentially throughout the body of the report, and numbers are made to appear on the right-hand margin. 6 pt space should be added before and after equations. 
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
